Guidelines for reviews
A review should begin with the detailed bibliographical data for the reviewed book. A review should not exceed 14 000 symbols. Reviews are titled with the full bibliographic information for the reviewed publication, e.g.,

Abstract in English, without writing abstract/annotation/summary, 10 pt.
Key words: in English up to 5 keywords, 10 pt.


The rules for formatting the text, references in the text and cited literature, which are presented in the section for formatting articles, apply.
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
