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Guidelines for the submission of scientific reports, chronicles, anniversaries, bibliographies, In memoriam

1. Scientific report – the contribution is formatted according to the Requirements for formatting articles.

2. Chronicle – the contribution is titled (14 pt, capital letters, Bold, Centered), the main text follows, and at the end a business card of the author in English is included according to the Requirements for formatting articles. If there are references in the text, the cited literature is formatted according to the Requirements for formatting articles.
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3. Anniversary – the contribution is titled (14 pt, capital letters, Bold, Centered), the main text follows, and at the end a business card of the author in English is included according to the Requirements for formatting articles. If there are references in the text, the cited literature is formatted according to the Requirements for formatting articles.
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4. Bibliography – it is titled (14 pt, capital letters, Bold, Centered), and then the requirements for formatting the bibliography in the LITERATURE / REFERENCES sections, described in the Requirements for formatting articles, are followed. At the end, a business card of the author in English is included.
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5. In memoriam – the title is of the type Ivan Petrov (1939 – 2026). The Requirements for formatting articles are followed, and a business card of the author in English is included at the end.
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
